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REMARKS

1. This monthly survey contains the following data "Indices of Tertiary Industry Activity".

2. Annual Revision

Indices of some sectors of the previous month, whose source data were preliminary or estimated, were revised at the time of publication of the Preliminary Report two
month later . For other series in which final source data were not available at that time, figures of the previous year are revised at the annual revision to recalculate

"ok

indices. Therefore, “original indices”, “seasonal, trading day and holiday indices”, and “seasonally adjusted indices” after January 2011 are revised at 2011 annual

revision.

3. As for the Indices of Tertiary Industry Activity, the Census Bureau's X-12-ARIMA method is adopted as the seasonal, trading day and holiday effect
adjustment. (Notes: in this report, 'seasonally adjusted index' means 'Seasonal, trading day and holiday effect adjustment index’) Please refer to 'The Spec
files, etc. adopted in the seasonal adjustment of the Indices of Tertiary Industry Activity using the X-12-ARIMA method' for details.
