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Guide to Statistical Tables

1. Statistical Materials
This yearbook includes 1999's results of the following: the Current Production Statistics (Designated Statistics No. 11) concerning chemical
products, which was conducted under MITT's Regulations for the Current Production Statistics Survey based on the Statistics Law ; and the
Current Oil Consumption Statistics (Designated Statistics No. 115) concerning chemical products, which was conducted under the Regulations
for the Current Oil Consumption Statistics Survey. : .
The yearbook contains fixed numbers that were revised after published in the Monthly Report on Chemical Industry Statistics and the Monthly
Report on Current Oil Consumption Statistics. '
For the detailed results of the Current Oil Consumption Statistics Survey, see the “1999 Yearbook of Current Oil Consumption Statistics
(Manufacturing).”

2. Scope of Survey
With regard to the items included in this yearbook, the surveys cover the following establishments::

(1) Current Production Statistics Survey .
The extent of research on product items contained in this monthly report is, with the exception of the following, all based on complete
enumeration. )

Lime and light calcium carbonate : business establishments with 15 or more employees
Oil and fat products, soap, synthetic detergents, etc.

Surface active agents, etc. : business establishments with 10 or more employees
Paints (complete enumeration before Jan.1965)
Printing ink

Cosmetics : enterprises (including consigned companies). Enterprises with 30 or more regular employees in all.
(2) Current Oil Consumption Statistics Survey
Establishments covered by the Current Production Statistics Survey. The scope of survey differs according to the production items as follows :
Petrochemical products, ammonia and ammonia derivatives, and industrial sodium chemicals : all establishments.
(3) Because the object of the survey was reexamined in January 1998, there is discontinuity between numbers.
We list coefficients necessary for continuity with regard to chief items.

3. Definitions of Chief Survey Matters
(1) Current Production Statistics Survey
Production : Production of the designated item produced actually by the plant (excluding semi-finished products).
Receipt : Receipt of the same item as the designated item produced by the plant.
Consumption : Consumption by the plant as materials for other products, processing or fuels.
Shipment : Actual shipment of the designated item (actual articles) from the plant.
“Sale" : Shipment to consumers or retailers for sale.
“Others":
(DShipment to other plants of the same enterprise
(@Shipment as raw materials for entrusted production
(®Shipment of entrusted production to the truster
@Use by the plant itself (as samples or gifts, or for exhibition, test or research)
Sales: Quantity of sales estimated by producer's price, which is the sales price excluding loading charge, freight charge, insurance premium and
other sales expenses, and including consumer . tax. .
Inventory : Inventory of produced and received articles of the designated item that the plant produces.
End-of-month regular employees : Regular employees actually engaged in production, supervision and other duties at the end of a month.
(2) Current Oil Consumption Statistics Survey
Consumption : Consumption as raw materials, or for fuels, power and boiler. With regard to fuels for boiler, however, consumption is divided into
that of éach kind of fuel proportionately by the ratio of the steam and electricity used by each section to the fuel consumption “for boiler" by the
whole establishment (limited to the establishments that produce electricity by heat themselves).
Consumption as raw materials' is not the consumption for combustion, but the consumption as raw materials for the production of other
products?for example, consumption of naphtha for ethylene production and consumption of naphtha and natural gas for ammonia production in
the petrochemical industry.
Inventory : Inventory of the whole establishment is divided into that of each section proportionately by the consumption ratio of each section
(including the division of fuels for boiler).
