Additional Commitment 5
In case the exporter will export the goods or technology for those goods specified in the (c) or (e) of item (iii) under Article 7 of the "Ordinance of the Ministry Specifying Goods and Technologies Pursuant to Provisions of the Appended Table 1 of the Export Control Order and the Appended Table of the Foreign Exchange Order" pursuant to the goods listed in the middle column of row 8 of the Appended Table 1 of the "Export Trade Control Order" to regions listed in appended table 3 and the regions other than the regions listed in appended table 4-2 (limited to those the end-user of the goods is decided), the exporter will put the following additional statements to the end-user’s Certificate;

The buyer, consignee or end-user

(1) will not use service or facilities in Iran, Iraq or North Korea at the time of transportation.

(2) will only use the goods at the location (g) or (h) indicated in SECTION1.

(3) will prohibit computer access by the resident in Iran, Iraq or North Korea.

(4) will limit the computer access(*) to the good person who was authorized to access.

(5) will ensure the following matters to achieve above (4).

  a. confirm to investigate as appropriate whether or not the executed program is to comply to the condition of license. If it is not compliant to the condition of license, the program will be deleted from the system.

  b. oblige all of the users to comply with authorized end-use.

  c. supervise the setting of new account and assignment of password.

(6) will limit converting of the goods. (will not convert the goods to improve the Adjusted Peak Performance, without prior consent from the exporter.)
*Note: Computer access means creation, reading or running of program, and includes system administration. Computer access does not include compiled data acquisition and exchanging processing data on the program except for the unapproved program for use.
