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Notes for Utilization

1. This yearbook includes 1999's results of the following: MITI’s Current Production Statistics Survey (Designated Statistics No.11)
concerning pulp, paper, paperboard and corrugated board, which is carried out under MITI's Regulations for Current Production
Statistics Survey; the Paper Distribution Statistics Survey (Designated Statistics No.95), which is carried out under the Regulatio-
ns for the Paper Distribution Statistics Survey ; and the Survey of Current Oil Consumption in Commerce and Industry (Design-
ated Statistics SurveyNo.115), which is carried out under the Regulation for the Survey of the Current Oil Consumption in Comm-
erce and Industry. The yearbook also contains related statistics for reference.

2. The yearbook consists of: PartI. Current Production Statistics; Part1l. Paper Distribution Statistics; Partll. Current Oil Con-
sumption Statistics Survey. PartN. Referential Materials. Although numbers in this report have already been published in out
Monthly Report on Paper and Pulp Statistics, they may be revised numbers are included in this yearbook, it is more useful to
refer to numbers in the yearbook.

4. Definition of Survey Item
(1) Current Production Statistics Survey
@ Production: Quantity of a product manufactured actually during the survey period. Ultra light weight coated paper in
“Printing and Communication paper” and “Converted or Processed paper” in Coated paper and Miscellaneo-
us paper for industry are dealt with followings.
(a) Coated paper which is delivered for other factories of own company as marketing or processing includes in

production of base stock for converting paper of miscellaneous paper for industry.

(b) It is included in Production of Ultra light weight coated paper and Coated paper that coated paper produced
at own factory is coated own factory. '

(¢) And also, Coated paper bought from other factory or coated after receiving from other factory of own
company has been figured out each Production of Ulira light weight coated paper and Coated paper.

Receipt: Corrugated board ,
The products have been received from other factory within establishments or from subcontract factory, and

purchased or returned during the survey périod.
Consumption: For Dissolving paper-Pulp has been put into dissolving stage in integrated factory, during the survey period.
Put into the Next Stage: Corrugated board:-Quantity put into the next stage as other raw materials of products and for
processing(for parts included) in own factory during the survey period.
Shipment: Actual shipment of a product from factories during the survey period. Shipment is divided into “Sales” and “Others.”
[Sales] Shipment of a product for direct sale. And the establishments of enterprises survey are not included.
(a) Shipment to consumers(demanders) and retailers directly.
(b) Shipment to their head office or trading company.
(¢) Export
[Other] Shipment to others is as follows;
(a) Shipment to other factory of own company.
(b) Used by the factory that manufactures the product.
(c) Processed (own consumed) to other products in own factory.

[Sales amount] .
This refers to the value got by assessing the quantity sold at producers’ selling prices (including the amount

of consumption tax). Producers’ selling prices are enterprises’ selling prices excluding shipping charges, transport
costs and other selling charges.

End-of-month inventory:
These refer to the quantity of products actually held or controlled at the end of the month at factories and

warehouses {including public warehouses which have a contract with the Business establishment in question).
However, business establishments covered by the Enterprise Research are excluded (pulp, paper, paperboard).
(Sales and inventories of the Enterprise Research) Sales and inventories are the followings: pulp, paper, paperboard.
[Sales] Products actually produced by the enterprise that were sold within the research period.
[Inventories] The quantity of products produced by the enterprise that are controlled by the enterprise.
® Raw materials |
(Consumption) These refer to the actual consumption for the production of a product during the survey period.

(Inventory) These refer to the quantity of raw materials kept in establishments at the end of the month, including public
warehouses used by the establishments under contact. ‘
® Labor

(Employees of whole establishment) Regular employees of the whole plant.
(End-of-year employees) Regular employees engaged actually in production, management and other duties at the end of the

survey period.
(Monthly total of working employees) Monthly total of regular employees working actually during the survey period, regard-

less of being late, leaving early or working overtime. The total working hours of regular

employees are calculated in terms of eight-hour work a day.
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(2) Distribution survey of paper
@® Receipt and shipment 7
(Receipt) Total quantity of a product purchased during the survey period (from producers or wholesalers, or by import).
(Shipment) Total quantity of a product during the survey period (to industrial consumers, retailers or wholesalers, or for export).
(End-of-month inventory) Quantity of a product that establishments(stores) or warehouses (including public warehouses)
actually keep at the end of a month.
® Breakdown for industrial consumer
This part is the breakdown figure of the Shipment (for industrial consumer).
® Labor
(Employees of whole establishment) Reguiar workers of the whole establishment, including employees engaged in business
other than the sale of paper or paperboard.
(Employees of the sector concerned) Regular employees engaged in the sale and care of paper and paperboard at the end of

the survey period.

(3) Classification is divided into the classification by type of industry and the special classification. We changed the classification
by type of industry a little under the Standard Industrial Classification for Japan, taking the Current Production Statistics
into consideration.

(4) Al index values are shown by month.

(5) The index of seasonal variation is that of seasonal changes in a year. The seasonally adjusted index is calculated by deducti-

ng seasonal changes from the original index, using the index of seasonal variation.
