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Notes for Utilization

1. The objective of this Monthly Report is to compile and make public the aggregate results of the
Industrial Statistical Research regarding light metal plate products, glass products, ceramics, fine
ceramics, enameled ironware. Furniture, musical instrum- ents, stationery, toys, leather boots and
shoes and leather manufacturing conducted under the Regulation on the Research for Industrial
Statistics of the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (Designated Statistics, No.11) based
on the Statistics Law, and the Research on the consumption of Oil, etc. Relating to Glass Products
conducted under the Regulation on the Statistical Research on the Commercial and Industrial
‘Consumption of Qil, etc., (Designated Statistics, No.115). The Statistical Research on the Supply and

Demand of Leather Bureau is reported as reference statistics.

4. Definition of research items
(1) Products

Production--'means the quantity of products actually products by the business establishment
(_factory) in the research period. It also includes products made by processing on
consignment and the amount of the said products processed into other products in the
said business establishment (factory). However, it does not include semi-finished
products in process. 7

Receiving'-refers to cases where items identical to items covered by the research that are
produced in the business establishment (factory) in question were received in the
research period by the said business establishment (factory) or at warehouses
mentioned later in the column for the month-end inventories or at other storage spaces.
Accordingly, purchased items (goods for resale), items produced on consignment
(including those processed on consignment), items receives from other factories of the
same enterprise, and returned goods fall under this category.

Shipments--'refers to cases where items covered by the research were shipped in the research
period from the business establishment (factory) in question or from warehouses
mentioned later in the column for month-end inventories or other storage spaces. In
-house use is included in “others” of shipments.

Sales---refers to the following cases.

a, Products were shipped for the purpose of being sold to dealers or sold directly to
consumers.

b. Products were shipped to the main office, business or relay zones (including ware-
houses which are contracted to be relay zones) located outside the business establish-
ment in question, for the purpose of being sold.

c¢. Items produced in consignment were delivered to the consignor (dealer). However,
products that will be directly entrusted by the consignor (dealer) for re-processing are
included in “b” of “Others” column.

d. Items shipped to the same enterprise’s other factories which do not produce the items
covered by the research, nor use them as raw materials (items for re-sale).

“For exports” in sales are those products produced for export ; which producers can

recognize as being for export, among those being ordered from traders or sold to



traders. “For domestic market” refers to sales excluding those for export.

“Sales amount” is the value got by assessing the quantity sold at the producer’s selling
prices (including consumption tax). In this case, producer’s selling prices are the
enterprise’s selling prices excluding shipping charges, transport costs, insurance costs
and other selling charges.

Others:--refers to the following cases.

a, Products shipped to other factories of the same enterprise (with the exception of “d.”
of the sales mentioned above).

b. Shipmént as raw materials for production of secondary products in consignment.

¢. Shipment of products produced in consignment to the consignor (manufacturer).

d. Products used within the business establishment in question (as samples, for exchange
presents, free gifts, for welfare, etc).

Month-end inventories---products manufactured or received by the business establishment (fac-
tory) which is producing the same item (covered by the research) held at the said
factory, warehouses contracted by the factory, or other storage spaces which are
included in inventories at the end of the research period.

Month-end number of employees:--the number of regular employees at the end of the research
period.

(2) Raw materials

Consumption . consumption of raw materials by establishments for manufacturing products.

Inventory : raw materials kept in establishments at the end of a month, including those kept by
public warehouses to which establishments entrust the safekeeping.

(3) Labor

Regular employees in whole establishment at the end of month :

Regular employees at the end of a month in the whole establishment, including those engaged in
other sections.

Regular employees at end of month :

Regular employees engaged in production, assistance and supervision in the section concerned at
the end of the survey period.

Monthly total of working employees -

Total of regular employees engaged in the section concerned during the survey period. Even an
employee who worked only hour a day is counted as one working employee, regardless of being

late, leaving early or working over time.

5. In this Year book, the following meanings apply .
“t” tons, “m” square meters, “m” cubic meters, “kWh” kilowatt-hours, “kl” kiloliters, “0” less than

a unit, “~"actual result non-existent, “---” unknown, “r” correction, “A” minus.

6. There are cases where the sub-totals and the totals of breakdowns do not coincide, due to the

rounding off of numbers.

7. When reprinting the statistics contained in this Yearbook be sure to state that they are based on
“Year book of General Merchandise Statistics.”



8. With regard to the industrial index, the base year has been revised to “1995=100.”

—Cohcerning the comparison of the figures of the industrial statistical research—

Because basic products in glass products were reviewed in 1999, there is discontinuity in the

figures. Accordingly, when comparing figures of 1998 and before, divide the said figures by the

coefficients.
