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Guide to Statistical Tables

1. Statistical Material
This yearbook includes the results of the Current Production Statistics Survey (Designated Statistics No. 11) in 2001, which was
carried out under METI’ s Regulations for the Current Production Statistics Survey based on the Statistics Law. The yearbook
deals with plastic products in terms chiefly of products, raw materials and labor. Some numbers in the yearbook were revised
after published in the “Monthly Report on Plastic Products Statistics.”

2. Scope of Survey

(1) Establishments with 40 or more employees were surveyed.

(2) The survey items are primary products made directly from resins by forming machinery, excluding the following:

(D Secondary products made by cutting, coating, evaporation—plating, gluing or welding (by solvent, heat, high-frequency, ultrasonic
" wave or vibration) purchased rolls of film, tube, sheet, synthetic leather, etc., including bags and air toys

@ Secondary products made by punching or cutting purchased plates, tubes and bars, including buttons, gears and bearings

(@ Boards coated with melamine resin or unsaturated polyester resin

@ Synthetic resin paint (Monthly Report on Paints)

®) Synthetic fiber (Monthly Report on Chemical Fibers)

® Products covered or coated with resin for insulation or protection, such as electric wires and cables (Monthly Report on
Resources Statistics) :

@ Products made by hardening or heating resins and other materials, including artificial whetstone, brake lining, fiber boards,
plywood, etc.

3. Definitions of Chief Survey Matters
Current Production Statistics Survey
Production: Production of the designated item produced actually by the plant (excluding semi—finished products).
Receipt: Receipt of the same item as the designated item produced by the plant.
Consumption: Consumption by the plant as materials for other products, processing or fuels.
Shipment: Actual shipment of the designated item (actual articles) from the plant.
“Sale”: Shipment to consumers or retailers for sale.
“Others”:
(D Shipment to other plants of the same enterprise
(@ Shipment as raw materials for entrusted production
@ Shipment of entrusted production to the truster
@ Use by the plant itself (as samples or gifts, or for exhibition, test or research)

Sales: Quantity of sales estimated by producer’ s price, which is the sales price excluding loading charge, freight
charge, insurance premium and other sales expenses, and including consumer tax.
Inventory: Inventory of produced and received articles of the designated item that the plant produces.
End-of-month regular employees: Regular employees actually engaged in production, supervision and other duties
: at the end of a month.

As for the Indices of Industrial Production, Producer's Shipments and Operating Ratio, the Census Bureau's
X-12-ARIMA method is adopted as the seasonal, trading day and holiday effect adjustment.(Note : in this
report, 'seasonal adjustment index’ means 'Seasonal, trading day and holiday effect adjustment index’)

As for the Indices of Producer’s Inventories and Inventory Ratio, Census Method I (X~11 Default of X-12-
ARIMA) is adopted and the indices are calculated from figures between January, 1995 and December, 2001.
