Research regarding pulp, paper, corrugated cardboard, printing, plastics products and rubber products conducted under the
Regulation on the Research for Industrial Statistics of the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry (Designated Statistics, No.
11) based on the Statistics Law. ’

(1) Production * - - - - Production of designated items actually produced in one's own factories. (Semi-finished products in
process are excluded.)

(2) Receiving * =+ ** - * Products received from other factories in the same enterprise or subcontract factories, and purchased or
returned products.

(3) Consumption - - -+ Those consumed in one's own factories for use as raw materials of other products, for use in processing
and for use as fuels.

(4) Shipments - - - - - - This refers to cases where products were actually shipped from factories within the research period, and
are divided into sales and other.

® Sales

1) Those sold directly to dealers or other enterprises that are consumers.
2) Those shipped to the main offices or business offices for the purpose of selling.
3) Products made on consignment are shipped to the consignor who is a manufacturer.

@ Other shipments

1) Those shipped to other factories of the same enterprise.

2) Those shipped as raw materials of consignment production.

3) Products made on consignment shipped to the consignor who is manufacturer.
4) Those utilized for one's own use.

@ Sales amount ‘- This refers to the value got by assessing the quantity sold at producer's selling prices. (Including the
amount of consumption tax.) Producer's selling prices are enterprises’ selling prices excluding shipping charges, transport
costs and other selling charges.

(5) Inventories -~ Inventories of designated products produced or received at factories that produce the same products.
(6) Regular employees at the end of the month...Employees actually and regularly engaged in production, management and other
activities at the end of the month.
