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Notes for Utilization

This yearbook, the Fundamental Statistics based on the Statistics Act, publishes figures compiled from the “Monthly
Report of Current Production Statistics” concerning Iron and steel, Non-ferrous metals, and Fabricated metals products.
The monthly report publishes the results of the monthly survey conducted under METTI's regulations for the Current
Survey of Production. The figures contained in this yearbook reflect changes that can be made after each monthly

publication.
